Call to Order: The regular Board of Trustees meeting called to order at 7:05 PM at the Darcy Library.

Approval of Agenda: The meeting agenda was approved.

Approval of Minutes From Previous Meeting: Laslo moved to approve the minutes of March 21,
2023, Schoonmaker supported, and the minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report (See corresponding documents)
● Financial statement for the nine-month period-ended March 31, 2023.

○ Net Income for nine-months was $11,404 compared to budgeted income of $2460. Most
of the difference was due to lower staff wages and lower service expenditures due to
reduced activity.

○ All the property tax revenue has been received.

2, 2023.
